A WORD ABOUT REQUALS The following requalifications will take place over

The first round of requalifications was held on
Sunday, November 1 at the Apollo Bay Clubhouse
and about 60 members turned up to brave the
overcast conditions!

Whilst the day went reasonably well, was very busy,
and most members were able to complete their
requalifications, it was extremely disappointing to
have to turn members away as many had not
bothered to comply with the new regulations
regarding the Working With Children Check. For
the last 3 years this requirement has been identified
as coming. “l don’t bother to read the e-mails or the
Bombora” is not a good enough excuse! It is
certainly not appropriate to abuse the assessors
and committee members who are complying with
the new directive from LSV. Any member who does
so will be immediately removed from future
requalifications and may even not be allowed to
complete it in the district at a future date. All

The interpretation of the law by LSV states that ALL
MEMBERS 18 years or over, MUST HAVE A
WORKING WITH CHILDREN CHECK (WWCC).
We are unable to accept you as a member without
your WWCC number, or a photocopy of the card
with the number clearly seen. Please help us as
this is another administrative nightmare. As we are
a volunteer organisation, a WWCC is FREE, but
unfortunately you may not use a WWCC number
from another volunteer organisation... Forms are
available from the Post Office and the Department
of Justice.

There are a few more requals in the near future.
Remember that you have to have already paid your
membership before you can attend a requalification
— the computer system will not show your name
unless you are financial — and have a WWCC if 18
years old or over...

It is possible to requalify at another beach in
another district however you need to contact me at
least 3 weeks before you attend. You will probably
be turned away by the Assessor-in-charge if you
front to an out-of-district assessment without the
correct paperwork.

Earlier this season the club applied for a number of
gear grants, especially for new motors for the IRB
and for a replacement for the 4WD.

We were successful with both applications and we
recently took delivery of a new Holden Colorado
4WD. Range Holden in Colac have been
extremely supportive of our club in this and have
offered annual servicing, fish-oiling, emergency
lighting, and sign-writing as part of the purchase.
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Use of the new 4WD will be strictly monitored. It is
NOT to be driven on the Beach except in an
emergency — we have the Quad bike for moving
things around on the beach — and only authorised
drivers will be able to use it after an induction at the
club.
